JUNE JAMBOREE:  

- Still lacking prizes for the Home Booth and we are short approx. 35 prizes for the Sports Booth and approx. 35 prizes for the Toy Booth.

- T-Shirts for Parish Council and Festival Chairperson(s), which will enhance our presence at the Festival.  Travis rec’d a price quote at about $200.  Diane will check with her daughter, who is an art student, to see if she can help do this for a more reasonable price.  Also need to check with DiGiorgio’s to see what the cost would be.

- Travis feels good about Festival Staffing.

- Dana is talking to the Teachers about working the June Jamboree maybe in the Cake Walk Booth – Lisa Padilla is Booth Manager for the Cake Walk.

- Ellie and Brent have agreed to allow service hours for 7th grade Confirmation Candidates for working the Festival.  Booth Managers will sign for hours worked.  Abbey Pinto is the Coordinator who will keep track of the service hours. 

- Help may be needed to get prizes to designated booths throughout the day.

- Need to recognize Patty and Abbey for their hard work with the prizes.

- Work continues on putting together a manual which shows how each booth is run.  Also, Rich plans to measure space for booths, etc. (festival layout) and put the info. onto an AutoCad Program.

Beer Tickets – because of the confusion caused last year, the ticket booth for beer

 will need to be relocated – possibly next to the pickle booth.


May need to relocate the Football Toss, which is now located next to the Cake 

Walk.

Also, may need to take a look at the Frog Jump – it may be better to place near the

Water Wars, which will be located down by the Day Care.

- #4 Tattoo Art is being relocated to the area where the Mexican Food Booth was in the past, between the Rectory and Church.  

- Mexican Food will be prepared and served in the Social Hall (Church basement).

- The Toy Ring Toss may be eliminated.

- Rob Kastl – Hosta Plants – rather than having a Plant Booth will donate several of the Plants to the Home Booth for prizes.

- Alumni Booth – May be able to place with the Ticket Booth – Ann will make a sign and print up some newsletters.  Dana would also like to place school information packets somewhere – perhaps the ticket booth.

- NEW – White Elephant Booth located next to the East side of Church.  Several nice items were donated (boat, tiller, etc.) and will be located in this booth.  Bids will be taken downstairs of the Church with the Silent Auction items.

- The dumpsters located at the NE corner of the school will be moved to the SW end of the parking lot near Bob Sliva’s house.

- Do not know where we are at with Booth Sponsors.

KICKOFF DINNER

- It has been suggested that perhaps hamburgers and hot dogs could also be available for people who do not purchase advance tickets for the Steak or Chicken Dinners.  This is just a suggestion and we do not know if the burgers and hot dogs will be sold at the Kickoff Dinner. 

- Tickets are not yet available.  Next year Rita will have a system in place in order that the tickets are printed in early May.

HARLEY RAFFLE UPDATE:  Reported by Rich Graham.

- Raffle ticket are down by a couple hundred compared to last year at this time.  However, good weather brings more sales and sales are starting to pick up.

- May 16th & 17th radio advertising will be held for ticket sales at Frank Stoysich – Free hot dogs and brats on Saturday the 17th.

- More radio advertising will be done 3-4 days prior to the Festival.

PARISH DIRECTORY:  Reported by Kathy McCandless.

- Layout has been submitted to Busson Portraits.  Will send e-mail to Council Members when draft is rec’d from Busson in case anyone wants to review for final ideas/approval.

FINANCE:  Roger Scheiding 

- As of the end of March, $10,600 in the hole (106% Income / 107% Expenses).

- 2007-2008 Budget included 155 school students and enrollment is at 127, therefore, elementary education is more in the hole than expected due to the lower enrollment.

- Religious Education is running close to budget at this point in the fiscal year.

- The Parish segment is doing well with 107% of budgeted income and 98% of budgeted expenses, so the results are ahead of budget.

- Day Care Center continues to operate in the positive with a very impressive $43,000 operating gain for the year.

- Currently, in the process of finalizing the budget for the 2008-2009 fiscal year due June 1st to the Archdiocesan Office.

SCHOOL NEWS:  Reported by Dana Martin.

- New Teachers for Pre-School, Kindergarten, grades 2, 6, 7 & 8 have been hired.  Also School Secretary has been hired.

- May need to Pre-Register Students in an effort to have a more balanced budget.
