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The RCIA (Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults) is a process by which adults are initiated into our Roman Catholic community. The letters "RCIA" stand for the "Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults", and it describes a process in which men and women are guided and cared for in a series of carefully planned stages, marked by liturgical rites in the presence of the whole community. The candidates or “catechumens” join us in a continuing and deepening conversion and discipleship as they awaken in faith and are gradually introduced to the Catholic way of life. This entails a spiritual journey of Sunday morning learning sessions with a parish team that is guided by the Holy Spirit, and Holy Scripture as its inspiration and its guides. The RCIA takes the distinctive history and different spiritual needs of each person into account during the formation process.

We are beginning the sessions soon!
The RCIA process for 2007-2008 will begin here at Holy Ghost with two Tuesday Inquiry Nights: September 18 and September 25 at 7:00pm in the Rectory basement. On these evenings we welcome those who would like to know more about the Catholic Church and about the RCIA process for becoming Catholic. Now is the time to invite those you know who have interest and bring them to the inquiry nights. 

The RCIA Formation Sessions will begin on Sunday, September 30th with a Rite of Acceptance at the10:00am Mass. The RCIA formation sessions are held each week after10:00am Mass into March with participants entering into full communion with the Catholic Church during the Easter Vigil liturgy.
